Good afternoon. The laboratory data for ash pond samples received by IDEM on April 12,
2024, has been evaluated. IDEM staff noted that each laboratory report included only Level
Il data instead of the required Level IV data, which is necessary for data validation. The
sample results from C13, E11, F8B, F12A, G11A, G12, H11B, 15, J5, J7, J9, K9, L9, and
G12 were in the range of Type Il for TCLP and NL parameters. However, this is only 14
sample locations out of 38 locations and most of the Type Ill waste locations are spread
out, making delineation unclear. The facility might consider developing a delineation
procedure to clearly identify Type Ill from Type Il and nonconforming waste locations.

Your response indicated that Area 1 sample results do not meet the Type lll criteria for
TCLP selenium from 0 to 15 feet. Therefore, Area 1 from 0 to 15 feet will be disposed at an
appropriately permitted landfill. However, Area 2 from 0 to 15 feet was not discussed and
according to the TCLP selenium sample results, L8 from 0 to 5 feet is 0.14 ppm, which
exceeds the 0.10 ppm Type Il criteria, and most of Area 2 from 0 to 15 feet has not been
characterized. CenterPoint plans to develop a sampling and analysis plan to characterize
the area exceeding 15 feet at Areas 1 and 2. The facility should specify the disposal or
further sampling plans in the SAP for Area 2 from 0 to 15 feet as well. The SAP should be
submitted to IDEM for approval prior to sampling activities as suggested.
