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1.0 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

IWM Consulting Group, LLC (IWM) was contracted by the Indiana Brownfield Program (IBP)
located at 100 North Senate Avenue, Room 1275 in Indianapolis, Indiana, to complete a Phase I
Environmental Site Assessment (Phase I ESA) of the property located at 206 and 218 South East
Street in Greensburg, Decatur County, Indiana (subject property).

IWM’s Phase I ESA included a physical inspection of the site and visual observations of adjacent
properties, as well as a review of available, pertinent environmental and historical records. Current
and prior site usage was not investigated for indications of compliance with state and federal
environmental regulations. IWM also conducted visual assessments for other potential
environmental conditions.

The primary objective of this Phase I ESA was to identify the presence or likely presence of
hazardous substances or petroleum products, as defined in the American Society for Testing and
Materials (ASTM) Standard Practice E1527-21 (also E2247-16 where applicable), in, on, or at a
property: (1) due to any release to the environment; (2) under conditions indicative of a release to
the environment; or (3) under conditions that pose a material threat of a future release to the
environment.

1.1 Summary of the Site Description

The subject property is located within a mixed commercial and residential developed area in
downtown Greensburg, approximately 1,000 feet southwest of the Decatur County
Courthouse/Town Square. Property usage outside of downtown Greensburg quickly transitions to
a mix of residential and agricultural.

At the time of the site inspection, the property was being operated as Heritage Hills Events,
Wedding Venue & Event Center. The subject property includes a former church (circa 1884), a
former school building (circa 1916) with a 1950s addition, a Rectory (circa 1940), a catering
building (circa 1993), and a parking lot. At the time of the site reconnaissance, the former church
was being used as the wedding venue, the Rectory was being used as the event center office, and
the catering building was being used as support services for the events. The former school building
was vacant.

The property covers approximately 2.057 acres, bound to the north by active railroad tracks, to the
west by S. East Street, to the south by E. McKee Street, and to the east and southeast by S.
Michigan Avenue and residential properties. At the time of the site inspections, two parcels with
four buildings were present. On the north parcel, an 8,020 ft?> former Rectory with a fenced
courtyard was present. On the south parcel, a 6,316 ft> former church, a 33,884 ft> former school,
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and a 3,294 ft catering building occupied the west-central portion, and an approximately 32,000
ft> asphalt parking lot northeast portion of the subject property. Sidewalks bordered the west,
south, and northeastern edges, and neighboring residential properties border the southeast portion
of the subject property.

The former Rectory was a two-story brick structure with a basement, attached garage, and two
porches. The interior building materials consisted of original plaster walls and ceilings, wood
floors and trims, drywall, resilient flooring, and some dropped ceiling tile. The basement was
unfinished and was used for storage, and had a furnace room. Asbestos-containing material (ACM)
pipe insulation, consisting of preformed block and joint insulation and air cell paper pipe
insulation, was observed throughout the basement. It should be assumed that this ACM pipe
insulation extends into the upper floors in piping chases. The building was in good condition, with
the first floor being used as offices for the event center business. At the time of site reconnaissance,
the roof was actively being replaced, and the attic was being renovated into a future bridal suite.

The former church was a one-story brick structure with a bell tower. The interior had been
completely renovated into a wedding venue, including the event space, kitchen, bar areas, and
restrooms. The building was in excellent condition.

The former school included the original 1916 structure and the 1950s addition attached to the
eastern end of the original school. The school was a two-story brick structure with a basement.
The utilities in the building had been shut off, and the inside was cold with a musty odor. Most of
the furniture had been removed from the building. Visual indications of water damage were
observed throughout the building, with areas of obvious vandalism including graffiti.

The interior building materials of the original school building consisted of plaster walls and
ceilings, resilient floor tiles, terrazzo and ceramic flooring a tin pressed ceiling. ACM pipe
insulation was observed in the basement and extended into the upper floors. The school included
entry ways, hallways, stairways, classrooms, restrooms, offices, and a basement kitchen, lunch
room, and boiler room.

The interior building material of the 1950s school building consisted of plaster walls and ceilings,
drywall, ceiling tiles, resilient floor tiles, terrazzo and ceramic flooring. ACM pipe insulation was
observed in the gym, in restrooms, under the stage, and in pipe chases. Some portions of the pipe
insulation had been replaced with fiberglass (non-ACM) insulation. The addition included a
first-floor gym and stage area, restrooms, hallways, stairways, classrooms, and offices.

The catering building was a slab-on-grade, one-story brick building in excellent condition. The
building included a full catering kitchen, storage, restrooms, a groomsmen prep room, and a bridal
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prep room. The interior building materials consisted of drywall, dropped ceiling tile, resilient
flooring, vinyl wood flooring, and tile. Further description of the site is provided in Section 4.0.

1.2 Summary of Findings and Opinions

Based on a review of available documentation and physical inspection of the site, the following
issues were identified as representing environmental concerns affecting, or having the potential of
affecting, the site. An Opinion is provided following each identified Finding.

1. The subject property was not identified in the searched databases as provided in the
Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) Radius Map™ Report with GeoCheck® (EDR
Report). The subject property was identified in a search of the Indiana Department of
Environmental ~Management (IDEM) Virtual File Cabinet (VFC) website
(http://vfc.idem.in.gov/facility-search.aspx) with available information about the current
Brownfield oversight, historical asbestos survey conducted by Micro Air, Inc. in September
2024, and the Corporate Warranty Deed associated with the subject property and parcels not
addressed in this Phase I ESA.

e The limited environmental government agency records are consistent with the observed
current and reported historical subject property usage.

o

A total of 58 appearances by approximately 33 addressed facilities were identified in the
searched databases, within the target search distances from the site, as provided in the EDR
Report. Three of these facilities were mapped by EDR as being adjacent, or nearly adjacent,
to the subject property.

e Each of the properties or facilities was evaluated to determine its potential to impact the
site. Based on distance from the site, ground surface topography, reported or assumed
groundwater flow direction, current regulatory status, and/or the absence of reported
releases, the properties or facilities listed in the EDR Report are not considered to represent
likely threats to the site at this time.

During site reconnaissance and a thorough review of a previously conducted asbestos survey
report, ACM was identified and observed throughout the former school building.

e The ACM should be abated by a licensed contractor before any planned renovation or
demolition activities, and is considered to be a business environmental risk (BER).

4. The use of lead-based paint (LBP) or sealers on buildings constructed before 1978 is presumed.
Based on the age of the building, with a construction date before 1978, the use or presence of
LBP is suspected.
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e Applicable regulators should be contacted to verify requirements, and local, state, and
federal regulations must be followed during maintenance, renovation, or demolition
activities to protect workers, occupants, and the site from contaminants associated with
LBP/sealers. The suspected presence of LBP is considered to be a BER.

5. Possible polychlorinated biphenyl (PCB)-bearing ballasts may be present within the observed
fluorescent light fixtures.

e These ballasts should be properly disposed of to minimize exposure to PCBs and are
considered to be a BER.

o

The former school building had visible areas of water damage and an overall musty odor,
particularly in the basement and gym areas.

e The potential presence of mold constitutes a BER.

1.3 Significant Data Gap Summary

According to ASTM Standard Practice E1527-21, a data gap is significant if it “affects the ability
of the environmental professional to identify a recognized environmental condition.” In
preparation of this Phase I ESA, data gaps, as defined by ASTM Practice E1527-21, were
encountered:

e The local fire and county health departments did not provide information regarding the
property in response to an information request (Section 5.3.3 and Section 6.4).

e The ASTM Practice E1527-21 objective of determining the property's use back to 1940 or
its first developed use, whichever is earlier, was not accomplished as the earliest provided
fire insurance map with subject property coverage (Section 5.2.1) depicted the subject
property as already developed for religious and residential use by 1887.

e Acrial photographs earlier than 1952 were not available for review. In addition, the quality
of some aerial photographs was poor, limiting some interpretation (Section 5.2.2).

e Reviewed city directories were not available for years before 1965 (Section 5.2.5).

In the opinion of the Environmental Professional, these limitations did not affect the overall
interpretation of the data, prevent historic subject property usage from being determined, or reduce
the capacity to identify RECs, and do not alter the conclusions of this report.

1.4 Summary of Conclusions and Opinions

IWM has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment of the property located at 206 and
218 South East Street in Greensburg, Indiana, in conformance with the scope and limitations of
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ASTM Practice E1527-21. Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in
Section 2.0 and Section 7.2 of this report.

This assessment has not revealed evidence of Recognized Environmental Conditions, Controlled
Recognized Environmental Conditions, and/or significant data gaps in connection with the subject

property.

However, as noted in Section 1.2, Items 3, 4, 5, and 6, confirmed ACM, and suspected LBP,
PCB-bearing ballasts, and mold were identified. In the opinion of the environmental professional,
these are considered to be business environmental risks at this time.

Reliance on the contents of this report after 180 days is at the user’s sole risk. Based on the earliest
completion dates of the components listed in Section 2.7, this Phase I ESA is viable through

July 16, 2025.

2.0 INTRODUCTION

IWM was contracted by IBP to perform a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment, herein referred
to as the “assessment”, “environmental assessment”, “ESA”, “Phase I ESA”, or similar term for
the property located at 206 and 218 South East Street in Greensburg, Decatur County, Indiana.
Within this report, the subject property may also be referred to by the following: “site”, “target
property”, “property”, or other similar terms. The site is depicted on the following maps: Site
Area Map (Figure 1) and Subject Property Map (Figure 2). Referenced maps are provided in
Appendix A. Photographs taken during site reconnaissance, which depict portions of the site, are

provided in Appendix B.

2.1 Property Location and Legal Description

The subject property is located at 206 and 218 South East Street in Greensburg, Indiana, in the
northeast %4 of Section 11, Township 10 North, Range 9 East of Decatur County, Indiana.

A legal description for the subject property was not provided by the User; however, some
information concerning the property was obtained from the Decatur County Beacon Geographic
Information System (GIS) website.!. Based on a review of information provided within this
website, the subject property consists of two parcels described briefly in the following table.
Copies of the available Property Records are provided in Appendix C.

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2.2 Purpose

The purpose of this ESA was to determine the presence of “Recognized Environmental
Conditions” (RECs) in connection with the site using an approach conforming to
ASTM E1527-21.

Recognized Environmental Conditions (REC)

RECs are defined in ASTM E1527-21 as the “presence or likely presence of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products in, on, or at a property: (1) due to any release to the environment;
(2) under conditions indicative of a release to the environment; or (3) under conditions that pose a
material threat of a future release to the environment.”

The definition of a release under the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and
Liability Act (CERCLA) includes contamination that is the direct result of a release into the
environment from a non-natural source that migrates into a building or structure. For the purposes
of the ASTM E1527-21 practice, migrate and migration refers to the movement of hazardous
substances or petroleum products in any form, including, for example, solid and liquid at the
surface or subsurface, and vapor in the subsurface.

Controlled Recognized Environmental Conditions (CREC)

A REC resulting from a past release of hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been
addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority, with hazardous substances or
petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject to the implementation of required controls
(e.g., property restrictions, activity and use limitations, institutional controls, or engineering
controls) is defined as a controlled REC (CREC). A CREC shall be identified as a REC in the
conclusions section of this report; however, the identification of a condition as a CREC does not
imply that the environmental professional conducting the Phase I ESA has evaluated or confirmed
the adequacy, implementation, or continued effectiveness of the required control that has been, or
is intended to be, implemented.

Historical Recognized Environmental Conditions (HREC)

A CREC differs from a historical REC (HREC) in that a HREC refers to a past release of hazardous
substances or petroleum products that has occurred in connection with the site and has been
addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use
criteria established by a regulatory authority, without subjecting the site to any required controls.

De Minimis Condition

RECs include hazardous substances or petroleum products, even under conditions in compliance
with laws, but do not include “de minimis conditions that generally do not present a material risk
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of harm to public health or the environment and that generally would not be the subject of an
enforcement action if brought to the attention of appropriate governmental agencies.” Conditions
determined to be de minimis are not RECs.

2.3 Scope of Work

The Scope of Services included a review of historical records and regulatory database information,
a reconnaissance of the site and adjoining properties, interviews (historical and with those
currently familiar with the site, where available), and preparation of this report.

Records were reviewed, given that they were “reasonably ascertainable.” ASTM E1527-21
defines “reasonably ascertainable” as “information that is publicly available, obtainable from its
source within reasonable time and cost restraints, and is practically reviewable.” The document
examination generally includes the following tasks (refer to the agreed-upon scope of work):

e At a minimum, review of historical aerial photographs, city directories, fire insurance
maps, and topographic maps of the site and adjoining properties. If these are not available,
the Report will include a statement regarding the lack of availability.

e Review of property title records if provided by the Client, or requested by the Client as a
non-scope service (Section 2.4).

e Review of regulatory database provider report of federal, state, and local listings for the

site and other properties/facilities found within the search distances specified by
ASTM E1527-21.

The reconnaissance included the following tasks:

e Visual observations of the site to identify indications of RECs, such as aboveground
storage tanks (ASTs) and underground storage tanks (USTs), stained soil or floor areas,
vegetative stress, filled areas, waste or material dumping.

e Interviews with available current owner(s) and/or key site manager(s), or other person(s)
as designated by the owner(s), regarding the site’s current and past uses and information
of environmental significance.

e Inquiries to appropriate local government offices (e.g., Fire Department or Health
Department).

e Observations of adjoining properties (from site boundaries and public rights-of-way).

e The standards included in ASTM E2247-16 (Standard Practices for Environmental Site
Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Process for Forestland or Rural
Property) may be used to replace or supplement the reconnaissance procedures included
in ASTM E1527-21, with or without reference within this report at the discretion of the
Environmental Professional and depending upon the size and nature of the subject property.

Photographic documentation, which may include the use of handheld cameras and/or unmanned
aerial vehicles, and site diagrams, is required by the ASTM E1527-21 Standard. Photographs
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taken during site reconnaissance are selected for inclusion in the report at the discretion of the
Environmental Professional. IWM has provided Site Maps and Site Photographs, included herein
in Appendix A and Appendix B, respectively.

Utilizing the information collected for the site during the Phase I ESA, a Tier 1 Vapor
Encroachment Screening (VES) was conducted for the site according to guidance and processes
provided in ASTM Designation E2600-22: Standard Guide for Vapor Encroachment Screening
on Property Involved in Real Estate Transactions (ASTM E2600-22). The objective of a VES is
to determine if a vapor encroachment condition (VEC) exists or does not exist and provide
information to support those conclusions. A VEC is defined by ASTM as the “presence or likely
presence of chemical(s) of concern (COC) vapors in the vadose zone of the target property caused
by the release of vapors from contaminated soil and/or groundwater on or near the target property
as identified by the Tier 1 or Tier 2 procedures” presented in ASTM E2600-22. The findings of
the VES are discussed in Section 5.3.6 of this report.

2.4 Additional Non-Scope Considerations

Environmental issues or conditions may exist at a property that parties may wish to assess in
connection with commercial real estate that are outside the scope of ASTM E1527-21 (non-scope
considerations). Examples of non-scope considerations include, but are not limited to, asbestos
containing buildings materials, radon, wetlands, lead-based paint (LBP), lead in drinking water,
regulatory compliance, cultural and historic resources, industrial hygiene, health and safety,
ecological issues, indoor air quality unrelated to releases of hazardous substances or petroleum
products into the environment, biological agents, mold, and high voltage power lines. These
Business Environmental Risks (BERs) are defined within ASTM E1527-21 as “a risk which can
have a material environmental or environmentally-driven impact on the business associated with

the current or planned use of a parcel of commercial real estate, not necessarily limited to those
environmental issues required to be investigated... Consideration of business environmental risk
issues may involve addressing one or more non-scope considerations." These non-scope issues or
conditions can be assessed during the ESA at the request of the Client.

For this Phase I ESA, IWM has provided additional review to assess the potential BERs listed
below, with descriptions of the respective findings in the referenced sections of this report.

Site-specific investigations, including sampling and laboratory analysis, for the topics identified
above were not completed unless specifically described in the corresponding section. Readily
available information sources, such as literature references, site reconnaissance observations,
and/or age of on-site structures, were used to provide some insight into risks that may exist related
to each of these service topics.

2.5 Limitations and Exceptions

Findings, conclusions, and recommendations referenced herein are based upon and limited to those
observations made during the listed reconnaissance date.

The site area included in this Phase I ESA was based upon available property lines, site surveys,
property plat maps, verbal descriptions provided to IWM by the Client, and/or field observations
(roadways, utilities, mow lines, etc.) observed by IWM’s representative during the site
reconnaissance. The information regarding the adjoining properties was obtained by visual
reconnaissance from the subject site and/or public roads, and information was obtained from
record reviews and interviews with representatives of the site owner.

Phase I ESAs are limited to specific inquiries and are based upon records, reviews, and opinions
rather than invasive testing services. Therefore, IWM cannot eliminate uncertainty as to
environmental conditions at the site. Nor can we represent that the site contains no hazardous
substances, petroleum products, or other products or substances (or other latent conditions) beyond
those identified or observed from this scope of work. Information in this report is based upon the
site’s current use(s) and information obtained before issuance of the final report. IWM does not
warrant the accuracy of information obtained from interviewees or other third-party sources of
information (such as other environmental firms, database companies, or title companies).

Please note that no Phase I ESA can wholly eliminate uncertainty regarding the potential for RECs
in connection with the site. Referring to the procedures in ASTM E1527-21 will reduce, but not
eliminate, these uncertainties. It is possible, therefore, that all RECs or relevant environmental
issues may not have been identified. The failure to discover these, using a reasonable and mutually
agreed upon scope of services, does not guarantee the absence of such RECs or issues, but only
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that they were not found as a result of this assessment. The services herein are in no way to be
construed or relied upon as a legal interpretation, opinion, or advice.

2.6 Significant Assumptions

It is assumed that the Client has provided IWM with title and lien records, actual knowledge of
environmental liens or activity and use limitations encumbering the property, any specialized
knowledge or experience material to recognized environmental conditions in connection with the
property, any commonly known or reasonably ascertainable information material to recognized
environmental conditions on the property, and the reason why the property may have a
significantly lower purchase price than comparable properties, if applicable (User Responsibilities,
ASTM E1527-21, Section 6.0). It is further assumed that the Client will read this report in its
entirety (text and attachments) before making decisions based on the findings of the report.

2.7 Standard of Care and Viability

These Phase I ESA services were performed in a manner consistent with good commercial and
customary standards and practices as applied by other consultants conducting similar
investigations in the same geographic area during the same time period. No other warranties,
express or implied, are intended or made.

Within ASTM E1527-21, Section 4.6.1, a Phase I ESA is considered viable when it is completed
within 180 days before the date of acquisition of the subject property (or, for transactions not
involving an acquisition such as a lease or refinance, the date of such transaction), subject to the
limitations expressed herein. If the acquisition or transaction takes place more than 180 days and
less than one year from the date of completion of the following assessment components, these
components may be updated:

e interviews with owners, operators, and occupants (Section 6.0);

e a completed and signed User Questionnaire and searches for recorded environmental
cleanup liens (Section 3.0 and Section 5.0);

e reviews of federal, tribal, state, and local government records (Section 5.0);
e visual inspections of the subject property and adjoining properties (Section 4.0); and,

e declaration by the environmental professional responsible for the assessment or update
(Section 8.0).

Reliance on the contents of this report after 180 days is at the user’s sole risk. Based on the earliest
completion dates of the components listed above, as reflected within the corresponding sections of
the report, that being the review of federal, tribal, state, and local government records date of
January 17, 2025 discussed in Section 5.0, this Phase I ESA is viable through July 16, 2025.
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2.8 User/Client Reliance

Unless otherwise agreed, this Phase I ESA was prepared for the exclusive use and reliance of IBP.
Any use of this Phase I ESA or the information contained herein by persons or entities other than
the Client (without the express written consent of the Client and IWM) will be at the sole risk and
liability of such persons and entities.
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3.0 USER PROVIDED INFORMATION

The U.S. EPA’s All Appropriate Inquiry (AAI) rules places emphasis on “User” obligations. As
specified in the ASTM E1527-21 standard, certain responsibilities lie with the "user" of the
assessment, who is defined as ‘“the party seeking to use Practice E1527 to complete an
environmental site assessment of the subject property” and may include, without limitation, a
potential purchaser, an owner, a lender, a property manager, or a potential tenant of the subject
property. The User has specific obligations for completing a successful application of the ASTM
E1527-21 practice for performing certain tasks that will help identify the possibility of RECs in
connection with the property that do not require the technical expertise of an environmental
professional. The required tasks/information include:

(1) a search for environmental liens and AULSs filed or recorded against the subject property,
or communication to the environmental professional of the actual knowledge of such
instruments;

(2) specialized knowledge or experience related to the property or nearby property;

(3) relationship of the purchase price being paid for the property to the fair market value, if not
contaminated;

(4) commonly known or reasonably ascertainable information about the property; and,

(5) any obvious indications pointing to the presence, or likely presence, of contamination at
the property.

Although the AAI Rules and ASTM E1527-21 do not require the User to share this information
with the environmental professional, failure to provide this information could result in a
determination that “all appropriate inquiry” is not complete.

A Phase | ESA User Questionnaire was not provided to the User (IBP) of this report. The Phase |
ESA was performed for the purpose of gathering historical information for the project.

3.1 Title Records

No User Questionnaire was provided, resulting in a lack of information regarding title records.
However, as discussed in Section 2.1, some property information for the site was obtained through
public records, including a Corporate Warranty Deed found on the IDEM VFC.

3.2 Environmental Liens and Activity and Use Limitations (AULSs)

Not applicable as no User Questionnaire was provided.

3.7 Available Previous Environmental Reports or Additional User-Provided
Information

IBP provided IWM with a NESHAP Demolition Asbestos Survey Report conducted by Micro Air,
Inc. on the Old West School Building (Former Saint Mary’s Catholic School) in September 2024.
Asbestos was identified in the form of performed block pipe insulation and fittings, air cell pipe
insulation and fittings, window glazing, tan 12-square-inch floor tiles, door frame caulk, rolled
asphalt roof, and paper pipe and fittings.
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4.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE

4.1 Methodology and Limiting Conditions

This section presents information gathered during the reconnaissance of the subject property and
adjoining properties. This non-invasive reconnaissance was conducted to observe accessible and
representative portions of the subject property for evidence of RECs. The following indicators of
RECs, as per ASTM guidelines, were the focus of this reconnaissance: such as stained soils,
stressed vegetation, transformers, evidence of ASTs or USTs, trash and debris, and use and/or
storage of hazardous substances or petroleum products.

The reconnaissance of the subject property was conducted on March 12, 2025, at approximately
10:00 AM by Greg Scarpone, IWM Vice President and Environmental Professional. Evan
Manship (property owner) was onsite during site reconnaissance to provide access and to answer
questions as needed. Evan Manship accompanied Mr. Scarpone during site reconnaissance.
Weather conditions were clear and sunny with a temperature of approximately 50° Fahrenheit.

The inspection consisted of first accessing the on-site buildings and noting interior conditions.
Inspection of the exterior portions of the subject property consisted of walking the site perimeter,
then traversing the interior portions of the subject property to provide overlapping fields of view
of the ground surface as needed.

Physical obstacles preventing the viewing of the grounds on the site were generally not
encountered, with the exception of roof removal activities on the Rectory covering some portions
of the parking lot. Additionally, utilities were shut off to the former school buildings, and
flashlights were needed to inspect portions of the basement. Photographs taken during site
reconnaissance, which depict portions of the site, are provided in Appendix B.

4.2 General Subject Property Setting

The subject property is located within a mixed commercial and residential developed area in
downtown Greensburg, approximately 1,000 feet southwest of the Decatur County
Courthouse/Town Square. Property usage outside of downtown Greensburg quickly transitions to
a mix of residential and agricultural.

4.3 Current Property Use

At the time of the site inspection, the property was being operated as Heritage Hills Events,
Wedding Venue & Event Center. The subject property includes a former church (circa 1884), a
former school building (circa 1916) with a 1950s addition, a Rectory (circa 1940), a catering
building (circa 1993), and a parking lot. At the time of the site reconnaissance, the former church
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was being used as the wedding venue, the Rectory was being used as the event center office, and
the catering building was being used as support services for the events. The former school building
was vacant.

4.4 Current Uses of Adjoining Properties

During the site reconnaissance, IWM observed the properties surrounding the site. The uses of
adjoining properties at the time of the reconnaissance are summarized in the following table.

4.5 Site Reconnaissance Observations

The property covers approximately 2.057 acres, bound to the north by active railroad tracks, to the
west by S. East Street, to the south by E. McKee Street, and to the east and southeast by S.
Michigan Avenue and residential properties. At the time of the site inspections, two parcels with
four buildings were present. On the north parcel, an 8,020 ft?> former Rectory with a fenced
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courtyard was present. On the south parcel, a 6,316 ft*> former church, a 33,884 ft? former school,
and a 3,294 ft* catering building occupied the west-central portion, and an approximately 32,000
ft? asphalt parking lot occupied the northeast portion of the subject property. Sidewalks bordered
the west, south, and northeastern edges, and neighboring residential properties border the southeast
portion of the subject property.

The former Rectory was a two-story brick structure with a basement, attached garage, and two
porches. The interior building materials consisted of original plaster walls and ceilings, wood
floors and trims, drywall, resilient flooring, and some dropped ceiling tile. The basement was
unfinished and was used for storage, and had a furnace room. ACM pipe insulation, consisting of
preformed block and joint insulation and air cell paper pipe insulation, was observed throughout
the basement. It should be assumed that this ACM pipe insulation extends into the upper floors in
the piping chases. The building was in good condition, with the first floor being used as offices
for the event center business. At the time of site reconnaissance, the roof was actively being
replaced, and the attic was being renovated into a future bridal suite.

The former church was a one-story brick structure with a bell tower. The interior had been
completely renovated into a wedding venue, including the event space, kitchen, bar areas, and
restrooms. The building was in excellent condition.

The former school included the original 1916 structure and the 1950s addition attached to the
eastern end of the original school. The school was a two-story brick structure with a basement.
The utilities in the building had been shut off, and the inside was cold with a musty odor. Most of
the furniture had been removed from the building. Visual indications of water damage were
observed throughout the building, with areas of obvious vandalism including graffiti.

The interior building materials consisted of original school building consisted of plaster walls and
ceilings, resilient floor tiles, terrazzo and ceramic flooring, and a tin pressed ceiling. ACM pipe
insulation was observed in the basement and extended into the upper floors. The school included
entry ways, hallways, stairways, classrooms, restrooms, offices, and a basement kitchen, lunch
room, and boiler room.

The interior building material 1950s school building consisted of plaster walls and ceilings, dry
wall, ceiling tiles, resilient floor tiles, terrazzo and ceramic flooring. ACM pipe insulation was
observed in the gym, in restrooms, under the stage, and in pipe chases. Some portions of the pipe
insulation had been replaced with fiberglass (non-ACM) insulation. The edition included a
first-floor gym and stage area, restrooms, hallways, stairways, classrooms, and offices.

The catering building was a slab-on-grade, one-story brick building in excellent condition. The
building included a full catering kitchen, storage, restrooms, a groomsmen prep room, and a bridal
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prep room. The interior building materials consisted of drywall, dropped ceiling tile, resilient
flooring, vinyl wood flooring, and tile. The layout of the property, including the on-site building,
is depicted in Figure 2.

4.5.1 Site Utilities

Identified public utilities in the vicinity of the subject property are as follows: City of Greensburg
provides potable water and sewage services; Duke provides electric service; and
Vectren/Centerpoint provides natural gas service. At the time of the site reconnaissance, utility
services had been shut off to the former school building.

Indiana Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) water supply well records were reviewed, and
water supply wells were not identified on the subject property, nor were they identified on
adjoining properties.

4.5.2 Underground Storage Tanks (USTs)

Common indicators of USTs, such as fill ports, vent pipes or dispensers, were not observed on the
property during site reconnaissance.

4.5.3 Aboveground Storage Tanks (ASTs)

ASTs were not observed on the subject property during site reconnaissance.

4.5.4 Drums, Totes, and Intermediate Bulk Containers

Neither drums, totes, nor other intermediate bulk containers of petroleum or other potentially
hazardous materials were observed at the site.

4.5.5 Hazardous Substance and Petroleum Product Containers

IWM noted a variety of retail-sized containers of cleaning fluids and paints within the Rectory and
the catering building. Containers of petroleum or hazardous substances were not observed during
site reconnaissance.

4.5.6 Unidentified Substance Containers

Significant unidentified substance containers were not observed during site reconnaissance.

4.5.7 Polychlorinated Biphenyl (PCB) Containing Items

Seven pole-mounted electrical transformers were observed along E. McKee Street and S. East
Street south and west of the subject property. Labeling on the transformers indicating their PCB
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content was not visible from the ground; however, IWM did not observe signs of damage or
leakage associated with the transformers. Therefore, the transformers are not considered to be an
immediate concern.

Additionally, lighting fixtures in the school could contain PCB ballasts. These fixtures should be
inspected and properly disposed of in any future renovation or demolition activities.

4.5.8 Drains and Sumps

Floor drains were observed in restrooms of the school building; additionally, a sump pit was noted
in the basement boiler room of the school building. The drain onsite discharges to the City of
Greensburg sanitary sewer.

4.5.9 Solid Waste

A single solid waste dumpster was observed in the parking lot to the north of the catering building
(Photo 12). The dumpster appeared to be in good condition, and labeling indicated it was serviced
by Best Way Disposal. The area surrounding the dumpster was free of garbage.

4.5.10 Stains or Corrosion of Floors, Walls, or Ceilings

Significant staining was not observed during the site reconnaissance.

4.5.11 Stained Soil or Pavement, or Stressed Vegetation

Neither stained soil nor pavement nor stressed vegetation was observed during site reconnaissance.

4.5.12 Standing Surface Water and Pools or Sumps Containing Liquids Likely to be Hazardous
Substances or Petroleum Products

Standing surface water and pools, or related sumps containing liquids likely to be hazardous, were
not observed.

4.5.13 Pits, Ponds, or Lagoons

Pits, ponds, or lagoons were not observed on the property during the site reconnaissance.

4.5.14 Septic Systems or Cesspools

Evidence of a septic system or cesspools on the property was not observed during the site
reconnaissance. Nor did IWM observe the generation, treatment, or discharge of wastewater on
the property, with the exception of sanitary sewage and storm water. As noted in Section 4.5.1,
sanitary sewer service is provided by the City of Greensburg.
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4.5.15 Asbestos and Asbestos-Containing Materials (ACM)

Asbestos has historically been present in a wide variety of building materials, and the use of
asbestos-containing materials in buildings constructed before 1981 is suspected. An asbestos
inspection was not part of the scope of work for the former church (circa 1884), the Rectory (circa
1940), or the catering building (circa 1993). Therefore, there is some risk that the building
materials within the building contain asbestos. If a qualifying renovation of these buildings is
performed in the future, an asbestos inspection would be warranted at that time.

An asbestos survey for the original school building was conducted by Micro Air Inc. in 2024, and
IWM performed an asbestos survey of the 1950s section of the former school. Additionally, at the
owner’s request, samples were collected from an interior plaster wall in the Rectory, which may
be renovated in the future. ACMs were detected in both surveys and are reported under a separate
report.

4.5.16 Lead-Based Paint (LBP)

A LBP inspection was not part of the scope of work for this project. The use of LBP on buildings
constructed before 1978 is presumed. Based on the age of the building, with a construction date
before 1978, the use or presence of lead-based paint is suspected.

4.5.17 Visual Mold / Mildew Observations

A mold/mildew inspection was not part of the scope of work for this project. However, during the
site visit, the IWM environmental professional did not observe significant visual evidence of mold
or mildew within the Rectory, former church, or the catering building. The former school building
had visible areas of water damage and an overall musty odor, particularly in the basement and gym
areas.
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5.0 RECORDS REVIEW

5.1 Physical Setting Sources

Sources utilized to ascertain a reasonably accurate compilation of the physical setting include
physical inspection of the site with structures by Environmental Professionals; interviews with the
property owner, site manager, occupants, and/or neighbors; review of aerial photographs and/or
satellite imagery; and review of the legal description and property records for the site.

5.1.1 Topography

The subject property has a generally flat topography. A review of the United States Geological
Service (USGS) Greensburg, Indiana Topographic Quadrangle Map (USGS 2019) indicated ground
surface at the subject property has an elevation of approximately 941 feet above mean sea level
(MSL). Regionally, the ground surface generally slopes to the southeast in the direction of Sand
Creek. A copy of a portion of a topographic map, including the subject property location, is provided
on Figure 1.

5.1.2 Soils

A review of data provided on the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) Natural Resources
Conservation Services (NRCS) online Web Soil Survey website and in the USDA Soil Conservation
Service Soil Survey of Decatur County, Indiana (USDA, 1977) indicated the upper few feet of soil at
the subject property is comprised of Miami silt loam. However, due to the presence of the subject
property buildings and surrounding pavement that cover the underlying soils, and the potential for the
soils to have been reworked or mixed with other fill materials, in-place soil profiles may no longer
correlate with the listed soil types. A map of the projected locations of the described soil types and
further descriptions of the soil properties are presented in Appendix E.

5.1.3 Geology

The bedrock in the subject property area consists of Devonian Age Muscatatuck Group (Gray, 1987).
Bedrock is expected to occur at approximately 50 feet below the ground surface in the subject property
area (Gray, 1983).

5.1.4 Hydrogeology

According to the Hydrogeologic Atlas of Aquifers in Indiana, groundwater in Decatur County,
including the subject property area, is obtained from the East Fork White River basin. Seven
different aquifer types are present in this basin, including surficial sand and gravel, buried sand
and gravel, discontinuous sand and gravel, carbonate rocks, complexly interbedded sandstone,
shale, limestone, coal, sandstone, and an upper weathered zone in siltstone and shale. The principal
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unconsolidated aquifers in the East Fork White River basin are associated with the glacial drift and
outwash deposits along the major rivers.

Carbonate bedrock aquifers are present beneath the site area. Limestones of Mississippian age are
confined above by low-permeability interbedded sandstone, shale, and limestone and below by
nearly impermeable siltstones. Recharge to the carbonate aquifers is mostly by infiltration and
percolation of rainwater through overlying glacial deposits.

Unconsolidated aquifers include surficial sand and gravel, buried sand and gravel, and
discontinuous sand and gravel, which range from 5 to 100 feet thick and can have a range of yields
between 10 and 1,000 gallons per minute. Bedrock aquifers that include carbonate, complexly
interbedded sandstone, shale, limestone, and coal, sandstone, and an upper weathered bedrock
aquifer range in thickness from 5 to 550 feet, with a range of yields between 0 and 50 gallons per
minute.

5.1.5 Flood Plains

The United States Department of Homeland Security / Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) National Flood Insurance Program’s Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) dated October 16,
2013, and revised April 27, 2016 (Panel Number 18031C0153D) was reviewed. The map indicated
the subject property is located in Zone X, which FEMA defines as an area of minimal flood hazard
from the principal source of flood in the area and determined to be outside the 0.2 percent annual
chance floodplain. A copy of the FEMA FIRMette map is provided in Appendix F.

5.1.6 Wetlands

A wetlands study was not part of the scope of work for this investigation; however, according to
the US Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) online Wetlands Mapper, designated wetland areas
were not identified for the subject property. The closest designated wetland was a riverine habitat
(R2UBH) associated with the stream bed for Sand Creek, which is located approximately 550 feet
east and southeast of the subject property. Based on this information, wetlands are not considered
an environmental constraint to the subject property at this time. A copy of the wetlands map is
provided in Appendix G.

5.1.7 Radon

Radon testing was not part of the scope of work for this project; however, the Federal EPA Radon
Zone for Decatur County, Indiana, is Zone 1. This zone level indicates that, of the testing on
record, the average indoor radon level is greater than 4.0 pCi/L (picocuries per liter). The US EPA
recommended action level is 4.0 pCi/L. The State of Indiana does not currently regulate radon
levels, and it should be noted that levels for the site were not available. The fact that the average
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radon level in Zone 1 is above the US EPA recommended action level is reported for information
purposes only.

5.2 Historical Use Information for the Site and Adjacent Properties

IWM researched publicly available records that had the potential to provide information
concerning the historical use of the site and adjacent properties. Those records that have not been
incorporated into the previous sections of this report are discussed below.

5.2.1 Fire Insurance Maps

EDR provided The EDR Certified Sanborn® Map Report —St. Mary’s Elementary School, 206
South East Street, Greensburg, IN 47240, dated January 17, 2025, for the subject property. The
Sanborn® fire insurance maps were reviewed to provide a historical interpretation for the subject
property and surrounding properties. This research targeted probable waste generation and
handling at the facilities, as well as noting changes in the land use of the site and its surroundings
over time. A copy of the EDR Sanborn® report is provided in Appendix H.

Potential uses, businesses, and structures on the subject property parcels are summarized in the
table below. It should be noted that the image quality of the maps was not optimal, and some
labels could not be read or deciphered.

The western portion of the subject property was depicted as residentially developed,
with a dwelling located along the northern property boundary, a priest's house located
near the southwest corner, and a sister’s house. Additionally, the St. Mary’s Church,
St. Mary’s Hall, St. Mary’s School, and outbuildings were depicted on the subject
1887 property. Residential dwellings were depicted on properties located north and west of
the subject property. Coverage was not available for the eastern portion of the subject
property, nor the eastern and southern adjacent properties. The subject property was
bordered to the north by a railroad, to the east by Michigan Avenue, to the south by E.
McKee Street, and the west by S. East Street.

The subject property appeared relatively unchanged, except for an additional
1892 residential dwelling, located in the southeast corner. Residential dwellings were
1899 depicted to the east, along with a Spoke & Rim Factory building located northeast
adjacent. Coverage was not available for the south adjacent properties.

Residential dwellings were
1913 depicted on the southern adjacent properties.

Beginning in 1927, the former sister’s house, former priest house, and nondistinctive
residential dwelling and outbuildings were no longer depicted. The St. Mary’s R.C.
Church remained, along with the former school building, although it was no longer
labeled as the school. The current rectory was observed in the central portion of the
subject property. The western portion of the current school building was observed and
was labeled as St. Mary’s R.C. Parochial School. Hawkeye Oil Co. with two iron oil
tanks, and a coal yard were depicted on the property east of the subject property,
across Michigan Avenue.

1927

The subject property appeared relatively unchanged. Mid-Continent Petroleum Corp.
Bulk Station, with three oil tanks, Dole’s Coal Co. coal yard and coal sheds, and a
filling station with three gas tanks were depicted on the east adjacent property, located
across Michigan Avenue.

5.2.2 Aerial Photographs

EDR provided The EDR Aerial Photo Decade Package— St. Mary’s Elementary School, 206 South
East Street, Greensburg, IN 47240 dated January 17, 2025 for the subject property. The aerial
photographs were reviewed to provide a historical interpretation for the subject property and
surrounding properties. This research targeted probable waste generation and handling, as well as
notable changes in the land use of the site and its surroundings over time. A copy of the EDR
aerial photograph document is provided in Appendix I.

Although heavily pixelated, the western portion of the school building, the church, the
1952 rectory, and the former school building were observed on the subject property. Details
surrounding the uses of the adjacent properties could not be deciphered.

Within the 1956 aerial photograph, the school building was expanded eastwardly
matching its current layout. The current church structure and rectory were observed in
the central portion of the subject property. The remaining area of the subject property

1956 was either paved parking lots or grass located in the northwest corner. The subject
property appeared to be surrounded by residential dwellings, with a filling station
located east, across Michigan Avenue.

The subject property appeared relatively unchanged. Due to the condition of the
1983 photograph, it is unclear whether the filling station historically located east adjacent
was still operating.

1998 Beginning in 1998, the subject property matched its current layout with the addition of
2005 the structure located in the southeast corner. The surrounding properties generally
2008 match the current layout, with the exception of the commercial structure located east
2012 adjacent across Michigan Avenue.

2016 Beginning in 2016, development on the east adjacent property was underway. The
2020 subject property, and remaining surrounding area appeared relatively unchanged.

5.2.3 Recorded Land Title Records

The acquisition and review of recorded land title records was not required by the scope of work
for the Phase I ESA. The historical use of the site was researched using other sources.

5.2.4 Historic USGS Topographic Maps

EDR provided the EDR Historical Topo Map Report — St. Mary’s Elementary School, 206 South
East Street, Greensburg, IN 47240, dated January 17, 2025, for the subject property. A copy of
this report is provided in Appendix J. A review of the provided maps dated between 1958 and
2022 is included in the table below.

5.2.6 Summary of Historical Use of the Property

The St. Mary’s Catholic Church was constructed circa 1885 (Appendix C). Although the St. Mary’s
Elementary School was reportedly constructed in 1940 (Appendix C), historical Sanborn® Maps
indicate the western portion of the building was constructed prior to 1927, and the eastern addition
was constructed after 1947 and prior to 1952, according to available Sanborn® Maps and aerial
photography. The structure located in the southeast corner of the subject property was reportedly
constructed circa 1993 (Appendix C). The rectory, located on the north parcel, was reportedly
constructed circa 1930 (Appendix C); however, it was depicted in the 1927 Sanborn® Map.
Information of the subject property utilization prior to the Church occupation, was not available.

5.3 Environmental Records Sources

EDR provided The EDR Radius Map™ Report — St. Mary’s Elementary School, 206 South East
Street, Greensburg, IN 47240 (EDR Report), dated January 17, 2025 for the subject property. The
EDR Report was reviewed for information regarding reported releases of petroleum and hazardous
substances at the site or nearby properties.

IWM also reviewed any provided “unmappable” (also referred to as “orphan’) listings within the
EDR Report, cross-referencing available address information and facility names. Unmappable
sites are listings that could not be plotted with confidence, but are potentially in the general area
of the property, based on the partial street address, city, or zip code. Any unmappable site that
was identified by IWM as being within the approximate minimum search distance from the
property, based on the site reconnaissance and/or cross-referencing to mapped listings is included
in the discussion within this section.

A summary of the findings for the site property, adjoining properties, and notable properties in the
vicinity of the site is provided in this section. A copy of the EDR Report is included in
Appendix L.

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5.3.3 Local Record Sources

IWM reviewed local record sources, and contacted local regulatory officials, as available and
accessible.

Health Department

An information request was submitted to the Decatur County Health Department for records on
file for the subject property. As of the date of this report, a response has not been received. If a
response is provided that would modify the finding of this assessment, a revised report will be
issued. A copy of the information request is provided in Appendix M.

Fire Department

An information request was submitted to the Greensburg Fire Department for records on file for
the subject property. As of the date of this Phase I ESA, the fire department has not responded. If
a response is provided that would modify the finding of this assessment, a revised report will be
issued. A copy of the information request is provided in Appendix M.

5.3.4 Summary of Records for the Site

According to the EDR Report, the subject property was not identified in the databases searched by
EDR.

To augment the results of the EDR database searches, or to obtain additional information regarding
specific facilities identified by EDR, IWM conducted a search of additional ascertainable state
environmental records. For this assessment, IWM utilized the IDEM Virtual File Cabinet (VFC)
website? and IDEM’s Institutional Controls Registry’, which is a database of sites in Indiana with
AULs registered with IDEM.

The subject property was not identified within the AUL registry. The subject property address
was listed on the IDEM VFC, with available documents regarding current Brownfields oversight,
historical asbestos survey conducted by Micro Air, Inc. in September 2024, and the Corporate
Warranty Deed associated with the subject property and parcels not addressed in this Phase I ESA.

5.3.5 Summary of Records for Properties in Site Vicinity

A total of 58 appearances by approximately 33 addressed facilities were observed in the various
databases within the target search distances from the site, as provided in the EDR Report. A listing

of the properties or facilities identified during the regulatory record search is presented in the EDR
Report in Appendix L and the findings are summarized below.

The EDR Report indicated the presence of an Active National Priority List (NPL) or
CERCLIS (Superfund) facility is not located within a one-mile radius of the site.
The site is not constructed on, or adjacent to, a documented landfill.

Three facilities in the EDR Report were identified as being adjacent, or nearly adjacent, to

the site property.

o The EDR Report indicated the presence of a historical drycleaner located southeast of
the subject property at 211 S. Michigan Avenue. All About Clothes was reportedly
present in 1996. Information was not available on the IDEM VFC.

Based on the down-gradient position, this facility does not appear to pose a
REC to the subject property, at this time.

o Ketchum’s Shell/Shell Oil Greensburg, located northeast at 106 S Michigan was listed
on the historical auto, UST/UST Finder, LUST/UST Finder Release, and AUL

databases.

The facility was listed as a convenience store/gasoline service station
beginning in 1992; however, historical Sanborn® map from 1947 depicts a
filling station at the facility. One 8,000-gallon gasoline UST, one 10,000-
gallon gasoline UST, one 8,000-gallon diesel UST, and one 1,000-gallon
used oil UST are currently utilized at the facility. Historically one 8,000-
gallon gasoline UST, and two 550-gallon used oil USTs were removed in
July 1990. A LUST Incident was assigned to the facility (Incident
#200412501), which received a No Further Action (NFA) designation from
IDEM on December 17, 2012. An Environmental Restrictive Covenant
(ERC) was recorded in September 2012 which imposes specific usage
requirements on the facility designed to limit or eliminate exposure to
residual soil and groundwater contamination.
e Based on documented groundwater flow direction in the opposite
direction of the subject property, this facility does not appear to pose
a REC to the subject property, at this time.

o Stratsburger Dry Cleaning Co., located east-southeast at 221 S. Michigan Avenue
was listed as a drycleaner from 1953 through 1994. Information was not available
on the IDEM VFC.

Based on the downgradient position, this facility does not appear to pose a
REC to the subject property, at this time.

Based on IWM’s experience, contaminants released in soil or groundwater in the general area of
the site property are generally not expected to migrate greater than approximately 1/8 mile from
the source of the release. Therefore, properties or facilities located greater than 1/8 mile from the
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target property are generally not believed to represent a likely concern at this time. In addition,
IWM determined the listed sites were unlikely to have affected the site property based on factors
including (but not limited to):

e The nature of the listing;

e The use of the site;

e  When the site was listed and its current listed status;

e The developmental density of the setting;

e The distance between the listed sites and the site property (considering the distance that
releases are likely to migrate based on surface and subsurface conditions);

e The presence of intervening drainage divides; and,

e The inferred groundwater flow direction.

Based on the criteria listed above, the non-adjacent properties identified in the EDR Report are not
considered to represent potential RECs for the subject property at this time.

5.3.6 Subsurface Vapor Migration Evaluation

A VEC is defined in ASTM 2600-22 as the “presence or likely presence of COC vapors in the
vadose zone of the subject property caused by the release of vapors from contaminated soil and/or
groundwater either on or near the subject property as identified by Tier 1 or Tier 2 procedures.”

IWM Consulting considered the nature and extent of on-site and nearby sources of potential
subsurface vapor migration by evaluating the current and historical usage of the property, the
construction type and history of any buildings, the physical setting, and the potential sources of
subsurface vapor migration through the review of regulatory agency database information
presented and discussed in Section 5.3.4 and Section 5.3.5.

Vapor from subsurface sources, such as contaminated soil or groundwater can migrate into
buildings with a variety of foundation types. According to EPA guidance, three (3) conditions
must exist for hazardous vapors to reach the interior of buildings from the subsurface environment
underneath or near a building. These conditions are:

e asource of hazardous vapors must be present in the soil or in groundwater underneath or
near a building;

e vapors must form and have migration pathways to beneath the building; and,

e entry routes must exist within the foundation and a driving force must be present to draw
or push the vapors into the building.

Based on results of the records review discussed in Section 5.3.4 and Section 5.3.5, and the User
responses provided on the Vapor Encroachment Screening Questionnaire included in
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Appendix D, an on-site or nearby source of potential subsurface vapor migration was not
identified. Therefore, the risk of vapor migration into on-site buildings is considered to be low at
this time.

5.3.7 Per- and poly-fluoroalkyl substances (PFAS)

A preliminary desktop evaluation regarding the potential presence and/or historical use or
application (by use of fire-fighting foam or industry) of per- and poly-fluoroalkyl substances
(PFAS), which are largely considered “emerging contaminants”, was performed in conjunction
with the Phase I ESA. PFAS compounds perfluorooctanoic acid (PFOA) and
perfluorooctanesulfonic acid (PFOS) were recently designated hazardous substances, effective
July 8, 2024. Evidence of fire(s) that were extinguished at the site utilizing foam (a common
source of PFAS contamination) or industrial operations that utilize or manufacture PFAS
compounds was not found during the course of this Phase I ESA. Therefore, PFAS are not
considered to be a significant environmental concern for the site at this time.
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6.0 INTERVIEWS

In order to obtain additional information to assist in the identification of recognized environmental
conditions in connection with the property, reasonable attempts were made to interview parties
with potential to have information concerning the subject property’s past and current uses,
environmental issues or problems. Completed interviews are summarized below and provided
information has been incorporated into applicable sections of this report.

IWM also interviewed (or made reasonable attempts to do so) the subject property representative
identified by the Client to gain more information about the subject property uses and
environmental issues, if known by the interviewee.

6.1 Interview with Property Owner

Emily Manship, owner of Heritage Hill Events, completed a copy of the Owner Questionnaire,
which is provided in Appendix D. Information provided by Ms. Manship has been incorporated
into this report where appropriate.

6.2 Interview with Site Manager or Site Contact

Mr. Evan Manship was available during the subject property reconnaissance. Information provided
by Mr. Manship has been incorporated into this report where appropriate.

6.3 Interviews with Occupants

See the response to Section 6.2 above.

6.4 Interviews with Local Government

Information requests were submitted to the Decatur County Health Department and Greensburg
Fire Department for records on file for the subject property. As of the date of this Phase I ESA,
the fire department has not responded. If responses are provided that would modify the finding of
this assessment, a revised report will be issued.

6.5 Interviews with Others

Additional interviews were not obtained.
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7.0 EVALUATION

7.1 Findings and Opinions

Based on review of available documentation and physical inspection of the site, the following
issues were identified as representing environmental concerns affecting, or having the potential of
affecting, the site. An Opinion is provided following each identified Finding as warranted.

1. The subject property was not identified in searched databases as provided in the Environmental
Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) Radius Map™ Report with GeoCheck® (EDR Report). The
subject property was identified in a search of the Indiana Department of Environmental
Management (IDEM) Virtual File Cabinet (VFC) website (http://vfc.idem.in.gov/facility-
search.aspx) with available information pertaining to the current Brownfield oversight,
historical asbestos survey conducted by Micro Air, Inc. in September 2024, and the Corporate
Warranty Deed associated with the subject property and parcels not addressed in this Phase I
ESA.

e The limited environmental government agency records are consistent with the observed
current and reported historical subject property usage.

A total of 58 appearances by approximately 33 addressed facilities were identified in the
searched databases, within the target search distances from the site, as provided in the EDR
Report. Three of these facilities were mapped by EDR as being adjacent, or nearly adjacent,
to the subject property.

e FEach of the properties or facilities were evaluated to determine its potential to impact the
site. Based on distance from the site, ground surface topography, reported or assumed
groundwater flow direction, current regulatory status and/or the absence of reported
releases, the properties or facilities listed in the EDR Report are not considered to represent
likely threats to the site at this time.

During site reconnaissance and through review of a previously conducted asbestos survey
report, ACM was identified and observed throughout the former school building.

e The ACM should be abated by a licensed contractor prior to any planned renovation or
demolition activities, and is considered to be a business environmental risk (BER).

4. The use of LBP or sealers on buildings constructed prior to 1978 is presumed. Based on the
age of the building, with a construction date prior to 1978, the use or presence of LBP is
suspected.
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e Applicable regulators should be contacted to verify requirements; and local, state, and
federal regulations must be followed during maintenance, renovation, or demolition
activities, to protect workers, occupants, and the site from contaminants associated with
lead-based paints/sealers. The suspected presence of lead-based paint is considered to be a
BER.

5. Possible PCB-bearing ballasts may be present within the observed fluorescent light fixtures.

e These ballasts should be properly disposed to minimize exposure to PCBs and is considered
to be a BER.

6. The former school building had visible areas of water damage and an overall musty odor
particularly in the basement and gym areas.

e The potential presence of mold constitutes a BER.

7.2 Deviations and Significant Data Gaps

Deviations from the stated scope of this assessment are not noted. Limiting conditions encountered
during site reconnaissance are outlined in Section 4.1. Additions are discussed in Section 2.4 and
may include a review of readily available information sources, such as literature references, site
reconnaissance observations, and age of on-site structures, to provide some insight into risks which
may exist related to: wetlands, radon, ACMs, lead-based paint, and/or mold.

Data gaps are a lack of or inability to obtain information despite good faith efforts by the
environmental professional to gather such information. According to ASTM Standard Practice
E1527-21, data gaps are significant if “other information and/or professional experience raise
reasonable concerns involving the data gap.” Data gaps may result from incompleteness in the
activities required in the ASTM Standard, including but not limited to the subject property
reconnaissance, records review, or interviews. The presence of a data gap may or may not present
a REC due to the possibility that a REC could be discovered if the missing information is obtained.

In preparation of this Phase I ESA, data gaps, as defined by ASTM Practice E1527-21, were
encountered:

e The local fire and county health departments did not provide information regarding the
property in response to an information request (Section 5.3.3 and Section 6.4).

e The ASTM Practice E1527-21 objective of determining property use back to 1940 or its
first developed use, whichever is earlier, was not accomplished as the earliest provided fire
insurance map with subject property coverage (Section 5.2.1) depicted the subject property
as already developed for religious and residential use by 1887.
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e Aecrial photographs earlier than 1952 were not available for review. In addition, the quality
of some aerial photographs was poor, limiting some interpretation (Section 5.2.2).
e Reviewed city directories were not available for years prior to 1965 (Section 5.2.5).

In the opinion of the Environmental Professional, these limitations did not affect the overall
interpretation of the data, prevent historic Site usage from being determined, or reduce the capacity
to identify RECs, and do not alter the conclusions of this report.

7.3 Conclusions and Opinions

IWM has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment of the property located at 206 and
218 South East Street in Greensburg, Indiana, in conformance with the scope and limitations of
ASTM Practice E1527-21. Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in
Section 2.0 and Section 7.2 of this report.

This assessment has not revealed evidence of Recognized Environmental Conditions, Controlled
Recognized Environmental Conditions, and/or significant data gaps in connection with the subject

property.

However, as noted in Section 7.1, Items 3, 4, 5, and 6, confirmed ACM, and suspected LBP,
PCB-bearing ballasts, and mold were identified. In the opinion of the environmental professional,
these are considered to be business environmental risks at this time.
